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Virgil Hancock Exhibit at the TJCC

Photographer Virgil Hancock’s exhibit, Crossing the River of Fire: the Old Jewish Cemetery of Prague, will be featured at the Tucson Jewish Community Center’s Fine Art Gallery from August 25-October 8. An opening reception will be held on Thursday, September 2 from 5-7 p.m. 
This body of digital work that focuses on the gothic and renaissance tombstones of the Jewish Cemetery in the center of Prague was taken over four years using both daylight and flash photography. The images were taken in three seasons as well as in rain and snow resulting in an unusually intense display of colors for this ancient cemetery. Hancock’s earlier published work was focused on the urban landscapes of the southwest United States, northern Mexico and Las Vegas, Nevada. This new set of images is part of a larger project dealing with the severe trauma history of Central and Eastern Europe and the even larger issue of how and what we remember and forget.
